Reading: Read your new Stink book, “The Incredible Shrinking Kid.” If you were unable to pick up a copy, contact or visit Memorial School from 9-11am weekdays!
All students were sent home with the Chapter book, “The Lion the Witch and the Wardrobe.” 

 I recommend that they read a few chapters, search YouTube to listen to a few chapters, or type in the chapter # followed by Dana Craffets. She just read this story to her 4th graders! Students may then take an AR test. Once finished take a picture of your child’s success and send me a picture using Remind or our Facebook page! 
Students have received several free chapter books this year. Many students have not read or tested on all of them. If they read the book in the past or if it is not in their level I will allow for them to take an AR test. 

At this point I want to see students reading and taking tests. This is very important to keep up their reading levels and abilities. I registered my class for Epic. You can find the icon on the Carolyn Wenz homepage under students. https://www.getepic.com/sign-in  You can use this as a website or an app on your phone. Our class code is: qvt0187, it is a super awesome resource with free AR books. You can read the book in Epic, but then log onto AR to take your test. Enjoy this awesome resource.  

AR Reading: Read 20 min. each night. This is so important for your child to complete this each evening. If they are not reading, they are not going to improve their reading skills. Please take advantage of a reading log, or my blue AR slips that come home. Send me a picture of your minutes if that helps with accountability.
